Please ensure that your trailer and horse are sprayed with insect repellent before travelling.

Car followers are welcome; please pay a contribution of R50 per vehicle to help with the costs of feeding the hounds. Cap Fees for the new season are as follows: Adults R200, Children under 18 years R100 (Pony Club members are only free when a Pony Club Hunt is carded).
